INNOVATION OF CENTRAL NAVIGATION HUB TOWARDS ELIMINATION OF CERVICAL CANCER BY TREATMENT OF PRECANCEROUS LESIONS: EXPERIENCES FROM A SINGLE CENTRE.
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Introduction
Cervical cancer is the leading cause of cancer deaths and the second most common cancer in women in Sub-Saharan Africa. Majority of the patients present with advanced disease at diagnosis hence poor prognosis. See and treat approaches for precancerous lesions especially LEEP is limited due to inadequate trained personnel leading to referrals. For efficiency, there is need to establish a well-coordinated navigation system for patients with cervical lesions. 
Methodology
The partnership between JOOTRH under Kisumu County leadership, and ICI to set up a referral hub for rescreening, performing biopsy and treatment of precancerous lesions through LEEP has proven to be of great benefit to patients. The procedure samples were subjected to histology to determine the success of the procedure. Univariate analysis was used to calculate means and percentages. 
Results
A total of 74 women with precancerous lesions (CIN II/III) were booked for LEEP procedure after biopsy in the past 1 year with a mean age of (Y+/- x) years. About 95% (n=70) of the patients were done LEEP and 93% (n=65) were found to have negative margins on histology. Those with positive margins (7%, n=5) are marked for re-LEEP and further assessment.
Conclusion 
The LEEP procedure is effective in the treatment of precancerous cervical lesions. Referral hub with trained health care providers can be the game changer in halting the progress of precancerous lesions to cancer disease among the marginalized population. The upscaling of the services is urgently needed if we are to achieve WHO call to action of 90:70:90.
